
FD LONG-RANGE PLANNING FD 

Capital outlay needs are continuing in nature.  The board expects the administrative staff 

to conduct long-range planning activities in order that the district may be able to project capital 

outlay needs in an organized manner.  Such long-range plans may include provisions for 

recommendations from patrons, consultants, architects, the board attorney, the district staff, and 

representatives from local, state and federal governmental agencies. 

A long-range needs study will consist of an inventory of existing facilities and potential 

use or obsolescence in the projected instructional and related programs, enrollment trends, needs 

for community use, site provisions and financial implications. 
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FD-R LONG-RANGE PLANNING FD-R 

The superintendent shall report to the board on or before the first day of March each year 

his/her recommendations concerning the capital outlay needs of the district. 
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
