Periodic reports shall be issued to the parents of all students on the academic progress of 

the student.  Academic standards shall be established by the administration and faculty.  Parent 

and student conferences shall be held at regularly scheduled intervals.

Report cards shall be issued to each student at the end of each specific grading period for 

each subject taken.  Reasons for deficiencies and/or failures shall be given.
