 As required by current law all students shall submit evidence that they have undergone an 

appropriate health assessment prior to entering kindergarten or before enrolling in the district for 

the first time.  Ref: KSA 72-5214 

 The building principal shall require proof of physical examination for any student 

engaged in activities covered by KSHSAA rules and/or board policy. 
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JGCA-R    HEALTH ASSESSMENTS                                    JGCA-R 

 A copy of this policy and a copy of the applicable state law shall be distributed to all 

students new to the district at the beginning of the school year or at the time of first enrollment.  

The superintendent shall issue a news release each year prior to enrollment regarding the health 

assessment requirements of current state law. 

Students who fail to provide documentation that they have completed a health assessment 

as required by law may be excluded from school by the superintendent until legal requirements 

are satisfied.  Notice of exclusion shall be given to the parents/guardians as prescribed by law.  

Parents/guardians shall also be given notice that they may request a hearing on the issue. 
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
